Geographical Location: Kazakhstan is a state in Central Asia. In the south-west it is washed by the Cas-
pian Sea.

In state institutions and local self-administrative bodies the Russian lan-
guage is officially used on equal grounds along with the Kazakh language.

Accreditation

All application forms for identification (ID) and accreditation cards (AD) will be available for on-line
completion at the official web-site of the Games, www.astana-almaty2011.com, beginning June 1st,2010.
The deadline for completing or making changes to the application forms is October 30th, 2010.
Following the completion, the identification cards must be signed and stamped with the NOC of the
respective country, which will ensure the right to enter and exit Kazakhstan with a valid passport
from January 1st, 2011 to February 21st, 201 1. The accreditation cards will be issued to delegates
by accreditation centers once they arrive in Kazakhstan.

Transportation

Arrival to Airport

Transportation services will be provided at the international airports of Astana and Almaty. Desig-
nated vehicles will be available at the airport for transportation of arriving delegations fo their hotels.

Transit Airport
Almaty international airport will serve as a transit-airport, where representatives of AWAGOC will
assist participants fo transfer fo the flight fo Astana.

Participants Transportation

It is planned to transport participants between the cities by air. However, the number of flights will
differ depending on participants’ status.

Local transportation of participants will be carried out using 30-seat buses which will be provided to
the teams. Buses will be available at special bus-stops (parking lots), designed as part of the transport
connection between the official hotels and competition/training venues, and will operate for 1-2
hours before and after competitions and trainings.

Transportation Service for Trainings and Competition

Transportation service will be provided to participants traveling between the competition venues and
hotels. Any large and heavy luggage will be transported by designated vehicles.
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Competition Equipment and Luggage Transportation

The Organizing Committee will help Games participants with transportation of competition equip-
ment and luggage once they enter Kazakhstan. Games participants and their assistants are required
to check their belongings, and attend the handling of their luggage together with AWAGOC represen-
tatives. The Organizing Committee will provide each team with Games luggage tags.

Accommodation & Fees
Athletes and officials of Bandy competition will stay at the 4-star Otrar Hotel in Almaty.

Catering

The main Games catering places for officials and athletes will be located at accommodation places. It
is planned to have 3 buffet-type meals a day to reflect different tastes and religious preferences and
to feature national cuisines from all countries of Asia including the host country. Taking into account
the climatic conditions of the host cities and the varying distances to be traveled to the sports venues,
appropriate and category-specific catering will be organized on sports venues as well. This measure
is designed to provide hot meals to the athletes, coaches, staff and official guests of the Games away
from the host city sports facilities. Food will be provided according to the relevant symbol on the ac-
creditation cards of Games participants.

Free training for Bandy
competitions will be provided beginning January 28th, 2011.

The current rules of FIB will be adopted for the Bandy competition. Any issues that are not covered by
the rules will be dealt with in accordance with the relevant regulations of the OCA and FIB.

Organization of Competitions

Under the supervision and instructions of the OCA and FIB, the technical delegates and technical
officials will work with the Competition Commission of AWAGOC, a body responsible for organizing
the Bandy competition.

Technical Delegates and Referees
FIB with OCA's approval will appoint technical officials, technical delegates, arbiters and referees.
Other referees and competition officials will be designated by AWAGOC.

Timing
Electronic timing system will be customized to the competitions and it shall be operated in accor-
dance with the regulations of FIB.

Draw
All the draws related to competitions will be conducted in conformity with the FIB regulation and

under strict supervision.
Protest

All protests and appeals concerning technical aspects of the competitions will be conducted accord-
ing to the FIB regulations.
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Awards

The awards to be presented to feam members who rank among the first six places are as follows:
First place: gold-filled silver medal and certificate.

Second place: silver medal and certificate.

Third place: bronze medal and certificate.

Forth fo sixth: cerfificate.

Doping Control

Doping test will be conducted under the guidance of the OCA Medical Committee and in accordance
with the World Anti-Doping Code and international doping test standards. The Almaty Athletes” Anti-
Doping Laboratory, which was recognized by I0C and WADA, will serve as the test lab for the Games.
Test results will be issued within 72 hours. Medeu Alpine Ice Arena will be the site of sample collec-
tion for athletes joining Bandy competitions. The number of athletes to be tested and the principles
of selection will be determined by the OCA Medical Committee. In the event of any positive test result,
the Chairman of OCA Medical Committee will report to the OCA and take appropriate actions on the
case.

Medeu Alpine Ice Arena in Brief

The “Medeu” Ice Arena is very important for the Asian Games with the Bandy competitions planned to be
held at this venue. The large-scale reconstruction project of this world-famous alpine skating rink includes
several stages. In the first place, an old 3,300 sq.m. machine hall containing a lot of unused space was
entirely replaced. Gyms for different sports - boxing, wrestling, basketball, mini football, as well as training
halls and a rock-climbing wall - will be there after reconstruction.

The public areas of the complex, such as the canteen, the press center, the lobby and the museum have
also been revamped and additional area for administration and staff has been put into operation. The
rooms for temporary recreation of athletes will be upgraded fo match latest standards, and their total
number will be increased from 130 to 150. The spectator seats of the stands have been completely
replaced with new ones. All engineering and technical systems - heating, ventilation, water supply and sew-
erage, and electricity -will be entirely replaced as well. Also, to comply with current international standards
new technological systems have been added to the existing ones. These include the lighting system of the
ice arena, television systems, security and video surveillance systems, electronic scoreboards, photo-finish
system and refereeing system, system of fiming, sound system of ice events, and the ice system.

The ice arena itself will also be changed. The arena will be fully prepared to hold training activities and
competitions of regional and international level in sports like skating, ice hockey, curling, figure skating
and bandy. In addition, the rink will be used for public skating and social events with an ice cover in the
cold period and additional cover in the warm season.
